A Csaphoz kozeli és az ungvari ortodox anyahitk6zséghez tartozo tel epiil ésen 1840-ben mar
24 zsido6 élt. 1880-ban az 1495 lakosbdl 111 volt zsidd. 1941-ben a 15 zsidé csaladban 90
lelket szamoltak a 2526 lakosbdl. A helyi zsidok gazdalkodok vagy kereskeddk, tobbnyire
jémaoduak voltak. Kleinéknek hazuk, néhany hold f6ldjiik, cséplégépiik, traktoruk volt.
Friedmannéknak fliszertizletiik, hazuk, foldjiik volt. Heimlichéknak hézuk és foldjuk is volt.
Rosenbaumék is sgjét hazzal, istalléval, foldekkel rendelkezett. Rosenbaum Marton és
felesége Berta Rosenbaum (Princz Berta) 1911.08.21-én érkeztek az USA-ba dolgozni és az
ott keresett pénzbdl vasaroltak foldeket.

Near to Csap and the town of Ungvar’s Orthodox khila, in 1840 just 24 jewslived. In
1880, out of 1495 inhabitants only 111 were Jewish. In 1941, in 15 Jewish family 90 jews
lived out of the population witch was 2526. The local Jews were farmersor merchants,
mostly well-off. The Klein family had a house, a few acres of land, threshing machines,
and tractors. The Friedman family had a spice store,a house, and their land. The
Heimlich family had a house and their land. The Rosenbaum family had their own
house, stables, and lands. Rosenbaum Marton and hiswife Rosenbaum Berta (Berta
Prinz) in 08.21.1911arived to the U.S. They werelooking for work to earn money, to buy

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Rosenbaum Marton 1942.év végén hunyt el. Akkor gyaszév letelte utdn mar nem tudtak
részére sirkdvet alitani. Rosenbaum Palt 1942-ben, a munkaképes férfiak tobbségét
munkaszolgélatra vitték el 1942-1943-ban. Ezért a Rosenbaum csaléd 1943-ban el adta a hézat
és afoldeket és Munkacsra koltozott. Ott keriiltek gettoba, de bevagonirozas elott
megszoktek. Rosenbaum Béét (1913-1979) és Ellat (1919-2004) mégis elfogtak, Aushwitzba
kertltek, de tulélték a hdborit. Rosenbaum Mértonné (sziil. Princz Berta, 1888-1945.02.07-
Bp. ) kisebb gyermekeivel: Katalin (1923.01.03-2006), Margit (1921.11.26-1978 Bp.) és
Bertalan (1933.07.01--) Budapesten bujkétak hamis néven. Rosenbaum Pa 1945-ben
szabadult fel a munkaszolgalatbdl Budapesten. Jelenleg Dr. Daniel Karmeli (Rosenbaum Pal)
Isrelben, Dr. Kovécs Bertalan (Rosenbaum Bertalan) Budapesten €.

Marton Rosenbaum died at the end of 1942. So after years of the mourning the family
could not afford atombstone. In 1942-1943 Pal Rosenbaum, and the majority of
working-age men wer e taken to labor service. Therefore, the Rosenbaum family sold the
house and thelandsin 1943 and moved to Munkacs. They got into the ghetto, but
escaped before the deportation. Béla Rosenbaum (1913-1979) and Ella (1919-2004) were
captured, and taken to Aushwitz, but survived thewar. Mrs. Marton Rosenbaum (born
asBerta Prinz, 1888, Budapest 02.07.1945.) with the small children: Kati (1923.01.03-
2006), Margit (1921.11.26-1978 Bp.) and Bertalan (1933.07.01 -) were hiding in Budapest
under afalse name. Pal Rosenbaum in 1945, wasreleased from the labor in Budapest.
Currently, Dr. Daniel Carmeli (Pal Rosenbaum) livesin Israel, Dr. Kovacs Bertalan
(Bertalan Rosenbaum) livesin Budapest.

1944,
aprilis 16-an az eszenyi zsidoknak a csomagjaikkal egyttt a helyi iskolaban kellett
jelentkeznitik. Ott minden értéktargyuktol meztelenre vetkdztetve fosztottak meg dket. Akinél
a csendOrok eldugott értéket talaltak, kegyetleniil megverték. Este a csoportot atvitték Csapra,
ahol a zsinagogaban € szakaztak. Mésnap csaprol Ungvéarra, a Moskovits-téglagyarba
kerlltek. A téglagyarban, mely koriil volt keritve és csend6rok 6rizték, a gazdagabb
embereket, akik nem szolgaltattdk be minden pénziket és értékeiket, nagyon megverték, de
azokat is verték, akik a gettd keritésénél kitett piros zaszloval jelzett hatart atlépték, sot azokat
le is 16tték. M4jus 25.-én, a harmadik transzporttal indultak, 76 embert tereltek be egy
vagonba, a zsidotandcs adott be teat, csak Kassan kaptak eldszor vizet.

In 1944 on the 16th of April the Jews from Eszeny with theireluggage had to register in
thelocal school. They had to takether clothes off and every property weretaken from
them. If the gendar mes found a hidden value then they brutally beat the person who hid
thevalue. In the evening, the group wastransferred to Csap wherethey spent the night
in the synagogue. The next day, they were taken to Ungvar into the Moskovits
brickyard. Thebrick factory, was surrounded with fences and gendar mes guarded it.
Therich peoplewho hided their money and values, wer e beaten, but the gendar mes beat
also those who stepped out of the ghetto which fence was marked with ared flag, even
shot those jews. May 25th, began the third transport, 76 people wer e herded into a cattle
car, the Jewish council gave them tea, for thefirst timethey received water at Kassa.



Kassaig a tabori csenddrok kisérték, itt atvették oket a németek. Utkézben a vagonukban
senki sem halt meg, szokésrdl sem tudtak. Az Gton, kiillondsen mar Kassat elhagyva, azt
gondoltak, hogy Lublinba mennek. Mgjus 27.-én délutan érkeztiink meg A uschwitzba,

lengyel haftlingek rgjuk szoltak a kocsikban, hogy a poggyaszt hagyjak ott, majd leszdllitottak
¢s Otds sorokba felsorakozva kiilonvalasztottak a férfiakat s noket. Ezek utan a fertdtlenitébe
kertltek, ahol megnyirtak, illetve levagtak hajukat, elvették ruhdikat, majd beosztottak a
l&gerekbe.

A haborut kovetden a zsido kozosségi €let Eszenyben sem Gjult meg. A kozség szélén 1évo
zsido temetot valdsziniileg a talélok kezdeményezésére betonkeritéssel vették korbe. A
zsinagoga hel yén ma kdzosségi éplilet a.

Till Kassa they were accompanied by the gendar mes,then they wer e taken over by the
Germans. Along the way, no onedied in their wagons,and nobody knew about escapes.
On theroad, especially when thetrain left Kassa, they thought that they weregoing to
Lublin. On the afternoon of May 27, we arrived in Auschwitz, Poland haftling' s said to
them in the car to leave their luggage and line up in rows of five where women were
separ eted from men. After, they weredisinfected , cut off their hair, their clothestaken
away and assigned to the camps.

After thewar, the Jewish community lifein Eszeny couldn’t renew itself. The Jewish
cemetery in thevillage had been surrounded with cocr ete fences probably by the
survivors. At the synagogue's place today the Community Building stands.

His brother was Heimlich Lészl 6 (1931.09.12-7)
and grandfather Heimlich Béla.
Lawrence Heimlich livesin Chicago, son of Markus Heimlich, cousin of BélaHeimlich.

Tzvi Weisswas born in Esen, in 1887 to Faivel and Bluma. He was aritual slaughterer and
married to Malia. Prior to WWII helived in Palad, Czechoslovakia. During the war he was in
Palad,. Tzvi was murdered/perished in 1944 in Auschwitz, at the age of 57. Thisinformation
is submitted by his son.
