there, to be sure, but the dear old thing felt so elat­
ed at being rigged up in so lofty a position, that it 
"didn't do a thing" but strike 113 times one mem­
orable night.. . . ; ) * 

It has never been wound, up since. 
How is this for a large and beautiful sheet of 

watjer? Many a big town.would envy it to Cedar* 
ville; i t is an expanse of Cedar Creek; the head: of 
the stream is just here behind the grist mill on our 
It. And we have seen Only half the village yet; 
indeed the bigger half Is south of the creek. 

At the crossing near the poatofrice (L to Mill-
villt, 10 m., and R to Jones' Island, 2 m.) cyclists 

. . 
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are warned to keep off the sidewalks under penalty 
of the law. What cyclist worthy of the name 
wants to ride on sidewalks when he can ride on a 
good, road, I wonder? 

Alas for our good road) It ends very abruptly 
about 2Y4, m. beyond Cedar Creek; and now those 
of us who never made acquaintance with the typical 
New Jersey roadway of former days and the typi­
cal New Jersey sidepath which we used to be so 
thankful to hug ( w h e n j y e could get it) will have 
an opportunity to supply this deficiency in their cy­
cling education. 

Keep straight on at the crossing you meet be­
yond a tiny creek at the end of your first mile's 
path-riding, where Newport Station is % m. on L 
and the bulk of the village a mile off on R. 

At the T-crossing % of a mije further turn L 
through a portion of Newport; and at the fork, ex­
actly one mile from this point, bear L, although 
the R branch goes to Dividing Creek also. 

The country is flat and swampy; you almost wish 
it were,hilly and the road ridable; still you console 
yourself with the thought that sidepath riding is 
good practice now and again; and you strike Divid­
ing Creek village, a little over 2 milt* from this 
last fork. 

Our roadway improves here; the country is a 
little more rolling and the path is no longer a ne­
cessity with us. 

Tt will not bo for long, however. We notice on 
L a turn to Mauricetown (6 m.); we cross Divid­
ing Creek with its-tiny-flotilla of boats; % of a 
mile or so beyond the creek, either branch at the 
fork would bring us to Port Norris; the left one by 
the postofficc is the better; but if at the next bi­
furcation, 1 m. further, at Dragston hamlet, we bear 
L W4 shall be bound for Mauricetown; we there­
fore bear R and once more curry favor with our 
friend the path. 

Fortunately, after we turn sharp L at the next 
fork it's not quite two miles to Port Norris; and 
when we reach the postoffice we find we have only 
ridden 20 miles from Bridgeton, after all. 

Still, it must be said,' the Viheland route to Port 
Norris is the better of the two, unless, of course, 
you have business along the itinerary of the Bridge-
ton one. ^ 

Where is the'harbor? Why, take the turning R 
by th« postoffice, or if you want to go to the hotel 
ono block further for a cleanmp after your sandy 
ride, turn R alongside the railroad tracks; in either 

case, at the end of a short mile you will find an 
agglomeration of shippers' and planters' and sail-
makers' shanties and rows of boathonses and 
wharves, most appropriately nnmed "Bivalve"—th«t 
is the busy harbor of Port Norris. 

Right across the river is the hamlet of "Maurice 
River," consisting chiefly of the railroad station of 
that name and its dependencies. 

THE CHURCH, ROSENHAYN 
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V I N E L A N D TO BRIDGETON. 
When I came to this section the other day I had 

just received a couple of inquiries about the loca­
tion and accessibility awheel of Rosenhayn; the op­
portunity was too good not to be seized, and it 
was, accordingly. 

At; the, Vineland crossing a sign pointing west­
ward tells us that Bridgeton is 11 miles djstant; it 
is best to tell you right away that the centre of 
Bridgeton is over 12 miles from this spot, part of 
the distance good riding, most of it roadside or 
sidepath, and that the country is level. 

The first couple of miles, up to Maurice River, 
are negotiated all too quickly, for the stream cuts 
short the "dream" of a glide we enjoy thus far. 

THE SYNAGOGUE, ROSENHAYN 

We cross the Southern New Jersey tracks. What 
station is this? Norma; well, well! 

It is many a year since Norma # a s first produced 
in America, at our Chestnut Street Theatre (in the 
winter of 1840); who will say that the true lover 

j>i music has yet grown weary of its melodious 
themes? 

Beyond the railroad that turn L goes to Carmel, 
alias Beaver Dam (4 m.), and Millville (9 m.), 
while the R road would take us to Willow Grove 
and the pond referred to in our Outing 20. 

For a Muddy Run, alias Miry Run, the tiny 
stream we cross about 4 miles from start seems to 
us exceptionally limpid; like our own Schuylkill, it 
may change its appearance according to circum­
stances. 

1% m. past Muddy"'Run another signboard points 
L to Millville and Carmel. The one thing we wsrit 
to know is just what it does not tell us, viz., that 
the very first vijla«e on this L road (indeed the 
houses on this corner belong to it) is Hosenhayn. 

Now let nobody tell wc that "Cabbage Bed," as a 
village name, woujd "smell HH uwcet" as "Rosen­
hayn," even though one did not know that the word 
means a "grove of roses." 

And an appropriately cheerful designation it was, 
too, to apply to this, the largest of the several He-
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
